Tubular Cast On

This is a nice cast on, to use when you wouldtikkbave a cast on, that will
stretch. On the examples below the cast on isviolig rib 1 by 1 and rib 2
by 2. 1think is a good one for booties, hatsdimrall children and slippers.

We will need a little bit of waste yarn, main coi@rn, cable holder or big
safety pin, loom and tool pick.

The stitches used are e-wrap, knit stitch and purl.

The sample is done using the Wonder Loom, from DAcoents in small
gauge.

For 1 by 1 rib, we need to use and even numbeeg$ for the 2 by 2 rib
we need multiple of 4 plus 2 stitches.

For the sample I will be working with 12 pegs.

Step 1. With the waste yarn, cast on using e-\@kagry other peg. | am
starting from left to right, and | will be numbegitthe pegs, starting with the
side the working yarn is when the row is started.

With slip knot hook the yarn to peg number 1, skig next peg, and e-wrap
peg 3, skip the next peg and e-wrap peg 5, contikee-wrapping pegs, 7,
9,and 11.



Step 2:

With slip knot hook the main color yarn to any eynpég to the left of peg
number 1. With Knit stitch, knit peg number 1 andmap peg 2, repeat this
sequence to peg 11, and e-wrap peg 12.




Step 3: Purl every other peg, starting with thesesd one to the working
yarn. The last peg purl will be the one beforedhd peg.
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Step 4: E-wrap the first peg, the closest onedontbrking yarn, knit it off,
and with knit stitch, knit every other peg.

Step 5: Start working on rib 1 by 1. The first pgg closest one to the
working yarn will be a purl stitch.
Continue for as long as your project calls for.

For the 2 by 2 rib:

Repeat steps 1 to 4 but being sure that you wiléhmaultiples of 4 + 2 pegs.

* Using knit stitch, knit the first 2 pegs, and pilm¢ third one




Now take the following stitch out of the peg andqga on stitch holder.
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Move the stitch left of the empty peg, to the emmpyg:









Repeat front to™ and then continue on 2 by 2 rib, for as many raws
your projects call for.

To remove the waste yarn, cut the first loop ofdast on, and with the pick
undo the rest of the loops that were done withataste yarn.
